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PREFACE

This report is Division 1 of Part 1 of Volume 5 “Results of Detailed Tabulation (Twenty-percent
Sample Tabulation)” in the reports of 1970 Population Census.
The twenty-percent sample tabulation is to complement the results of the Basic Tabulation, Volume
2 “Whole Japan” and Volume 3 “Prefectures and Municipalities”, by providing more detailed tables
for Japan, prefectures and cities with 500,000 inhabitants or more regarding major subjects of the
census inquiries by using sample households with the sampling ratio of one to five.
