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Notes for the Statistical Tables

1. Time series data in the tables present prefectural figures exclusively. Accordingly, those figures do not include
those of Karafuto, Korea, Taiwan, Kantoshu and Nanyo-gunto.
2. The census data of Okinawa during the period of 1950 to 1970 are based on the census results which were
conducted by the U.S. Military Government in Ryukyu Islands (for 1950 Census) and the Government of Ryukyu
Islands (for 1955-1970 Censuses). However, the 1945 Population Survey and the 1947 extraordinary Population
Census, which were both taken in Japan, were not conducted in Okinawa, consequently no data on Okinawa were
presented for those years.
3. In the 1950 Population Census of Japan, Amamigunfo was not included in Kagoshima-ken because Amami-
gunto was under’ the administration of the U.S. Allied Powers in Ryukyu Islands. Thus the census of Amami-gunto
was carried out with that of Okinawa and the results were compiled together with the results of Okinawa. Accord-
ingly, the data of Amami-gunto were presented with those of Okinawa in Table 1, 2, 3, 5,17, 8,11 and Appendix 1.
4. Each number affixed to the name of each locality such as ro, do, fit, ken, gun, shicho, shi, ku, machi and mura
presented in the stubs of the statistical tables refer to the code number that has been established as the code number
system of localities in Japan by the Notification No. 44 (April 1, 1970) of the Administrative Management Agency.
5. The mark -~ indicates figure not applicable.
6. For areas shown in Statistical Tables 1, 3,4, 7, 9 and 16, refer to the description of “Land Area” (XXIII page) and
the footnotes of “Table: Compatison of Population and Area of the Enumeration Districts in Each Population
Census of Tapan: 1920 to 1975 (X VI page).

The sum of each area does not always coincide with the whole area of J apan due to rounding.
7. The mark 3% attached to some of the names of locality in Table 16 indicates that the results are for DID’s of the
locality. In case that there are two or more DID’s in a locality, they are distinguished by numbers such as I, II, and 111
