1. The statistical figures on this report are tabulated mainly on the basis of twenty-percent sample
tabulation. The figures on quasi-households and their members taken from the special ques-
tionnaires are calculated by complete count. In some statistics which include the latter figures,
the figures of each item including totals were rounded up at the last digit with the exception
of the average values to be presented in the same form as the former figures,that is, each
figure has zero or five respectively on its last digits. Therefore, the figures taken from actually
adding up the each figure may not be consistent with the presented total figures.
