The 2011 yearly average results for whole Japan excludes three prefectures (Iwate, Miyagi and
Fukushima) struck by the Great East Japan Earthquake, where the survey operation was suspended for
several months from March 2011. For time-series comparison, the corresponding figures 2010 are also
compiled on the basis excluding the three prefectures. "Change from the previous year" indicate
differences between data without the three prefectures.
The benchmark population for the estimation was revised to the 2005 Census-based population estimates
in January 2007 for Basic tabulation, and in Jan.-Mar. 2007 for Detailed Tabulation.
Attention needs to be paid when comparing the change over the year because the number of weekdays in
the survey week (*) is not always the same.
* The last seven days of every month. As for December, 20th to 26th.
In the Labour Force Survey results, the number of employed persons is classified by the Japan Standard
Industrial Classification (JSIC). With the 12th revision of the JSIC, the Statistics Bureau started
providing the Labour Force Survey results by the new industrial classification from January 2009 results,
and computed 2007-2008 results retroactively.

As for the data before 2006, figures of industries which have no or small influence by the revision are
shown.
Concerning the number of employed persons by industry / “number of persons engaged in enterprise”,
attention needs to be paid when comparing the change over the year because of the postal service
privatization on 1 October 2007.

The data before 1977 is the compatible time-series data that are adjusted to the effects of the
methodological reform in 1961 and 1967, and the benchmark revision in 1975.

On this account, the data before 1977 is different from the data of the annual report published in each year.
Figures covering from March through August 2011 for whole Japan and Tohoku region are missing due to
the damage caused by the Great East Japan Earthquake.

Seasonally adjusted figures are calculated by removing seasonal components from the original series, using
the U.S. Census method (X12-ARIMA (X-11 default; sigmalim = (9.8, 9.9))).

Further explanation on seasonal adjustment is described in Appendix 3 “Sampling Method, Estimation
Method, and Sampling Errors of Estimates™.

Seasonal adjustment has been revised retroactively by adding new data for the twelve months of 2011.As a
result, seasonally adjusted figures in this annual report are not necessarily equal to those in the 2010 annual
report or in the 2011 preliminary report. Due to the Great East Japan Earthquake, results for whole Japan
are missing from March through August 2011. So "alternative whole Japan figures"(not released),
calculated from data excluding three prefectures(Iwate, Miyagi and Fukushima), are inputted for seasonal

adjustment.
The seasonal factors for 2012 are the predicted seasonal factors.

Concerning the seasonally adjusted figures for unemployed person and unemployment rate aged 65 years old or

more, figures for males and females are not computed.

1. Precision of data is not as sufficient as that for the results for whole Japan as the sampling design is
not based on prefectures and the number of samples in each prefecture is relatively small.(excluding
Hokkaido, Okinawa)

2. The figures are time series model based estimates by prefecture. However, the estimation method for
Hokkaido, Tokyo, Kanagawa, Aichi, Osaka, Okinawa is the ratio estimation.
The gaps caused by revising the benchmark population to 2010-Census base are adjusted before
applying model regression.

3. The 2011 yearly average of Iwate, Miyagi and Fukushima prefectures are calculated from
Supplementary-estimated figures due to the Great East Japan Earthquake.

4. All figures are recaluculated and revised at the time of releasing first quarter results.
