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Suggestions for Use of tables for small enterprises

In response to the promulgation on June 21, 2013 of the Act for Partial
Revision to the Basic Act for Small and Medium Sized Enterprises in order to
Revitalize Business Activities of Small Enterprises (Small Enterprises
Revitalization Act), a statistical chart has been compiled as a reference table
regarding financial and business status of applicable small enterprises in
Japan and trends in capital investment among them. The figures are based
on their 2012 financial results that were obtained from the 2013 Basic
Survey of Small and Medium Enterprises.

The 2013 Basic Survey of Small and Medium Enterprises (on 2012
financial results) covered enterprises that are of any size and in any industry
(including sole proprietorships; hereinafter the same applies) as included in
"Appendix: Sum Range" and that fall under any of the following broad
categories provided in the Japan Standard Industrial Classification (2009
MIC Notice No.175): D—CONSTRUCTION, E-MANUFACTURING, G—
INFORMATION AND COMMUNICATIONS, H—TRANSPORT AND
POSTAL SERVICES, I —-WHOLESALE AND RETAIL TRADE, K—REAL
ESTATE AND GOODS RENTAL AND LEASING, L—SCIENTIFIC
RESEARCH, PROFESSIONAL AND TECHNICAL SERVICES, M—
ACCOMMODATIONS, EATING AND DRINKING SERVICES, N—
