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Current Survey of Commerce ——Notes for use—

This Monthly Report contains the results of a survey conducted according to the Rules for the Statistical Survey on Commerce (Ordinance
No. 17 of the Ministry of Internationa Trade and Industry, 1953) for Fundamental Statistics by the Statistics Act. The contents are outlined
below:

. Survey purpose
The survey aims to clarify the trendsin sales activities of commercia establishments and enterprises (hereinafter "establishments'").

.Survey scope
The establishments throughout the nation which come under Division J of the Japan Standards Industrial Classification (which includes
wholesale, retail and food service establishments) excluding agency businesses, brokerage businesses and food service businesses.

.Survey method, routing, etc.
For this survey, the Ministry of Economy, Trade and Industry commissions prefectural governments, through the survey-takers, to request
the surveyed establishmentsto fill in questionnaires, which are then collected.
However, the Ministry of Economy, Trade and Industry directly request the head offices of large retail establishments and the convenience
stores to fill in questionnaires, and then collects them.

. Sample design
This survey (excluding D survey) has been carried out since July 2007 for the establishments selected according to the sampling logic, with

establishments surveyed in the 2004 Census of Commerce as the population. Samples consist of two groups: individual and regional, as
follows. The sampling is designed so that any sampling errors for each industrial category will be 5% as less (with the standard rate of
deviation shown).
(2) Individual samples

--Individual samples will be selected from all wholesale establishments, automobile retail establishments and other retail establishments
with 20 or more employees (including the large-scale retail storesin the complete survey).

--Sampling frames (hereafter "cellS") are set for each industrial category and employee-scale division, and the number of samples will be
decided for each cell.
(2) Regional samples

--Regiona samples will be selected from retail establishments (excluding automobile retailers) with less than 20 employees from 264
predetermined survey areas.

-- In drawing the survey areas, the survey areas of statistics survey on commerce are made the population and stratified into five layers.

5. Method for estimating sales by industrial category

A ratio estimateis used to estimate the sales amount of each industrial category from the results of the survey samples (For sales of large
—scale retailers, however, the actual amount is added). A ratio estimate is a method to estimate the total sales of the current month by
totaling sales at samplesfor each cell, determining theratio of month-to-month change and multiplying the previous month's sal es amount
by that ratio.

6. Level correction

Asthe Current Survey of Commerce (commercial sales) is a sample survey with the Census of Commerce as its population, as soon as
the results of the latter survey, conducted every two or three years, are published, the figures of the former are revised to match those of
the latter (level correction).

With the results of the 2004 Census of Commerce as the basis, alevel correction was made in the Revised Report for February 2007.

. Method of preparing and reading statistical tables

Statistical tables consist of 17 tablesin 4 parts.  Part 1 "Commercia Sales' are estimated sales of wholesalers and retailers throughout the
nation using all samples (partly including the complete survey).

Part 2 contains the total sales of large-scale wholesalers using samples drawn on a 1/1 basis, and Part 3 contains the total sales of
large-scale retailers obtained by the complete survey.

Part 4 contains the results compiled for convenience store chains of a certain scale and above.

These statistical tables are compiled for establishments drawn from the individual sample survey and the regional sample survey on the
basis of "5.

animal feed, rubber products ,photographic materias, badges, medals, artworks and curios,
musical instruments, tobacco, etc.




2. Linked coefficients

As a change was made to use the establishments surveyed for the 2004 Census of Commerce as the population from the July 2007 survey
on, there exists some discontinuity between the time series of monthly sales, term-end inventory and inventory-sales ratio up to June 2007.

Therefore, the monthly sales, etc., up to June 2007 are to be multiplied by the linked coefficients (ratio of the June 2007 figures) to connect
those of July 2007 survey with those afterwards.

The data on "Chemicals' and "Others" during the period from January to December 2008 were modified retroactively as a consequence of
the data modification of some establishments. In accordance with this, in order to maintain the consistency in the time-series data of January
2008 and after, linked coefficients shown in the Note 2 should be multiplied to the monthly data such as sales amounts during the period of
July through December 2007.

Furthermore, the data of June 2007 and before need to be treated by multiplying both coefficients in the Notes 1 and 2, so that they could
be consistent with the data of July 2007 and after.

(3) Part 3 Sdlesby Large-Scale Retailers
These statistical tables are compiled for the following department stores and supermarkets from among the retail establishments with 50 or
more employees that are included in the individual sample survey:
1. Department stores are the (541) establishments classified as department stores by the Japan Standards Industrial Classification, and do not
come under the classification of supermarkets described below, with floor space of not less than 3,000 square meters in special regions and
ordinance-designated cities, and not less than 1,500 square metersin all other regions.
2. Supermarkets are establishments which have adopted a self-service method for 50% or more of their floor space and have floor space of
not less than 1,500 sguare meters. A self-service system is a sales method satisfying the following three conditions:
(a)Commodities are packaged and priced beforehand.
(b)Customers pick up commodities for themselves with baskets provided by the store.
(c)Customers pay pricesin one lump sum at counters at the exit of the store.

Restaurants and coffee shops: restaurants, coffee shops, sushi bars, and other food and beverage services for shoppers.

The calculation of changes from the preceding year (FY, or quarter) is
made by adding up monthly sales of the existing establishments.



(4) Part 4. Convenience store sales

These statistical tables are compiled from data concerning the headquarters of convenience store chain with 500 or more establishments
(regardless of whether they are franchised chains or V C establishments).

Note: Service sales do not include money received from shoppers to cover costs of public utilities, such as dectricity bills, gas bills, fees for television
broadcasting, telephone bills, water bills, etc.

A comparison to the corresponding month
in the preceding year is made only for such establishments. The calculation of changes from the preceding year (FY, or quarter) is made by
adding up monthly sales of the existing establishments.

(2)Method of calculating Seasona adjustment indices
The calculation method of seasonal indices for Commercia Sales Statistics (commercia sales indices for each industry, and large-scale
retailers sales indices by business type, by product) was changed from the previous MITI Method 111 R to X-12-ARIMA, the Method of the
U.S. Bureau of the Census, effective from the preliminary report for January, 1999.
Consequently, the new seasona indices have been adjusted not only for the seasons but also for the day of the week and holidays.
Details are as follows:
